
  31) My students cell phone was confiscated?  

        How do we get it back?  

        What is the policy? 

Cellular phones and pagers must be turned off during school hours 
and must be kept in the student’s purse or backpack at ALL times, 
including lunch and passing periods. At Leland High School cell 
phones must be off during the school day, 8 a.m. – 2:36 p.m. 
Students whose day ends after 5th period may use their cell phones 
IN FRONT OF THE GYM ONLY. CAMERA PHONES ARE 
NOT ALLOWED ON CAMPUS. 
Cell phone violations will result in confiscation of the phone for 
one week (first violation), one month (second violation), and then 
until the end of the semester (third violation).  
The sole exception of having the cellular phone and pager turned 
on is when a licensed physician or surgeon has determined it is 
essential for the pupil’s health to have immediate use of the 
cellular phone for a medical emergency. This must be cleared in 
advance with the Assistant Principal of Discipline.
